There were 32 teams in all from
16 schools in the private and state sectors. Both of our teams finished in the top half, with Dylan and

Billy securing 15" place and Josh and George finishing 11". It wasa really good experience that all four

children said they enjoyed: an intense 90 minutes of almost non-stop maths questions which the

children had to race across the hall to have marked every time they completed one. Mr Barton was
very proud of the whole team and they way they worked together on some really tricky questions!
